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Introduction 
In one of our earlier publications (Bandyopadhyay 
et al., 2014), we had pointed out that authors of the 
names of new taxa, in some instances, fail to 
deposit the holotypes in the herbaria stated in the 
protologues. We have physically verified the 
availability of the types, in the different herbaria of 
Botanical Survey of India, of the names of the new 
taxa published in an Indian Taxonomy journal 
“Rheedea” covering 1–14 volumes for the period 
between 1991 and 2004. In all, we examined 71 
cases and encountered 3 situations while searching 
them in the herbaria stated in the protologues. – 1) 
Types deposited, 2) Types partly deposited and 3) 
Types not deposited / could not be traced. The 
findings are presented below.

Conclusion 
Over all analysis suggests that the types of 36 
names exist at the stated herbarium / herbaria; 
types are partly available for 6 names; no types 
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could be located in the remaining 29 cases. Thus 
the types of nearly 41 per cent of the names 
published fall under ‘Types not deposited/ could 
not be traced category’. It was also noticed that 
such lapse happened particularly with names of E. 
Govindarajalu (1925–1997) in Fimbristylis Vahl.  
 
Types facilitate for which plant a name is to be 
precisely applied as names are permanently 
attached to the designated types. They stand as 
testimony to the name in future and ensure 
stability in nomenclature. If there is any contention 
between an author’s description/diagnosis and the 
characters of that plant as exhibited by type 
specimen, those of the specimen are regarded as 
final. For the same reason, types are of great 
importance to the plant taxonomists, especially for 
those revising plant groups or engaged in 
preparing monographs. 
 
So one should publish names of new taxa with due 
deposition of type material in the cited 
herbarium/herbaria. Lack of seriousness on the 
part of the authors, in doing so, leads to ambiguity 
and works against contributions done to the 
subject.  
 
The issue of non-deposition of holotypes 
(Bandyopadhyay et al., 2014) has been included in 
the ‘List of proposals to amend the International 
Code of Nomenclature for algae, fungi, and plants, 
submitted to the XIX International Botanical 
Congress, Shenzhen, 2017’ (http://www.iapt-

taxon.org/historic/Congress/ IBC_2017/ 
Prop2017.htm). 
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
